ATF Curator Fiona Winning is excited that the countdown to the national theatre
event of the year has begun: “We’re thrilled about the diverse range of delegates
from across Australia, including indie theatre makers, state theatre company reps,
bloggers and policy makers. The discussions will be exciting and fruitful, determining
the priorities for our sector and the paths to pursue them,” she said. “The ATF is
especially timely as we have a once in a generation opportunity to feed our big vision
into current debate around the National Cultural Policy — an urgent discussion for all
Australians.”

Winning said the Forum is about getting the theatre sector talking and working
together. “We all live with rapid change, as a sector we need to collectively embrace
it, and decide how to respond, when we can pre-empt and when to lead. We need to
challenge each other, share ideas and determine how we want to shape our futures.
